Message: Thanksgiving is one of the most unique American holidays. President Abraham Lincoln officially established it during the Civil War as a day for the nation to thank God for His many blessings.
Most of us think of the first Thanksgiving as the 1621 feast shared by the Pilgrims and Native Americans. But there was actually an earlier Thanksgiving in Virginia more than eleven years before. During the terrible winter of 1610 in Jamestown, 409 settlers were reduced to only 60. Unsure if help would ever come, they prayed intensely to God. When a ship finally arrived from England with food and supplies, the survivors held the first recorded public Thanksgiving—not with a feast, but with a prayer service thanking God for saving their lives.
Thanksgiving is a favorite holiday for many Americans because of its beautiful simplicity: family gathered around a table, sharing a meal, and giving thanks. But why be thankful? Because gratitude keeps our hearts humble and open to God.
For us as Catholics, Thanksgiving Day has an even deeper meaning. Giving thanks is at the center of our faith. Our greatest act of worship is the Eucharist—a word that means “thanksgiving.” At every Mass, we give thanks to God through Jesus Christ and share a sacred meal that reminds us that everything we have is truly God’s gift.
